GBI Investigates Inmate Death in Towns County

The "Olivia regarding your current tax situation" message is a common scam; the IRS does not initiate contact via phone calls or emails, nor do they demand immediate payment or threat of arrest or deportation. Ignore these calls, do not reply or click on any links, and report the scam to the Federal Trade Commission at FTC.gov/impostors and the IRS at phishing@irs.gov. 
Why this is a scam?
4. Method of Contact
The IRS’s first contact with you is always a letter in the mail. They do not call, email, or text you about tax debt. 
2. Threats and Pressure
Scammers often play on fears, threatening arrest, deportation, or legal action to pressure you into immediate payment. The IRS does not operate this way. 
3. Demands for Payment Methods
Scammers may insist you pay with a prepaid debit card, wire transfer, or cashier’s check, which are not accepted by the IRS for tax payments. 
4. Offering to take care of your “tax situation: for a fee.
5. Fake Caller ID
Scammers can “rig” caller ID to make their call appear official.
6. “Press 2 or 9 to be removed” tactics
This is a classic red flag used by scammers to confirm your number is active. 
What to do:
4. Do not reply
Engaging with the message, whether by phone or by email, will confirm your number is active and may lead to more scam attempts. 
2. Do not click links:
Never click on links in suspicious emails or texts, as they can lead to harmful websites. 
3. Block the number:
Block the numbers that call you, but be aware that scammers use many different numbers. 
4. Report the scam:
-To the IRS @irs.gov. 
-To FTC.gov/impostors. 
If you are unsure about your tax situation contact the IRS directly by using the official phone numbers found on IRS.gov. Do not use any phone numbers provided by the scammer.
